What is this product?

Type | Monocle Fund (hereinafter "the UCITS", "the SICAV" or "the
UCI") is an investment company with variable capital under Luxembourg
law. Each shareholder has a co-ownership right in the assets in
proportion to the number of shares held.

C.S.S.F. Classification : Diversified

Term | MONOCLE FUND SICAYV is an open-ended investment company
("SICAV") under Luxembourg law with multiple sub-funds incorporated in
Luxembourg on August 4, 2014 for an unlimited duration in the form of a
Société Anonyme.

Objectives |1 The Management Company implements discretionary,
flexible and diversified management. The Fund's investment objective is
to seek performance over a recommended investment period of at least 3
years, through discretionary, flexible and diversified management. The
Sub-Fund will invest in both fixed-income and equity markets.

Total exposure to fixed-income products will vary between 51% and 100%
of net assets. Exposure to equities will vary between 0% and 49% of net
assets.

The Fund is a patrimonial fund generally invested for the most part in
products with short maturity rates in order to preserve capital regardless
of market configurations.

The management company seeks to improve the SICAV's performance
by adding to the bond portion described above a direct equity portfolio
selected on the basis of an estimate of their intrinsic value in relation to
market value. These direct lines will be relatively concentrated so that
each can individually have a substantial impact on overall performance.

Other more short-term management methods may be used on an
ancillary basis, including the use of futures or options, either to limit the
sensitivity of the portfolio or to tactically increase exposure.

The Fund may also invest in fund units up to a maximum of 10% of its net
assets.

This Sub-Fund falls within the scope of Article 8 of Regulation (EU)
2019/2088 of 27 November 2019 on sustainability reporting in the financial
services sector (the "SFDR"). This sub-fund will promote environmental
features, but will not make "sustainable investments" within the meaning
of the SFDR.
